Antibiotic Resistance (Chloramphenicol) - 15 µl of untransformed dam⁻/dcm⁻ Competent E. coli streaked onto a Rich Broth plate 
containing Chloramphenicol will form colonies after incubation for 16 hours at 37°C.

Antibiotic Resistance (Nitrofurantoin) - 15 µl of untransformed dam⁻/dcm⁻ Competent E. coli streaked onto a Rich Broth plate 
containing Nitrofurantoin will form colonies after incubation for 16 hours at 37°C.

Antibiotic Resistance (Streptomycin) - 15 µl of untransformed dam⁻/dcm⁻ Competent E. coli streaked onto a Rich Broth plate 
containing Streptomycin will form colonies after incubation for 16 hours at 37°C.
